Conditions of Entry 
 

1. Entry Fees must be included with the entry form and received by 
24th.May, 2010. Paintings $20 per entry. Payment by cheque or 
money order to Maleny Art Awards and Exhibition. NOTE: two (2) 
miniatures will be deemed as (1) entry - $20 BUT if only one 
miniature is entered, this will be deemed as one (1) entry - $20. 
Any entry that is not being personally collected after the Exhibition 
will attract a $5 Repacking charge i.e. per Artist not per painting. 
Entry fees are not refundable under any circumstances. 

 

2. Each Competitor is limited to a total of TWO (2) ENTRIES in the 
Exhibition (These may be in the same section) NOTE: two (2) 
MINIATURES are classified as one (1) entry; thus four (4) 
miniatures are acceptable. 

 

3. ALL ENTRIES must be for sale and a commission of 25% will be 
charged on all sales. 

 

4. If there are fewer than 10 entries in any section; a prize will only be 
awarded at the discretion of the judge. A prize may not be awarded 
under specific categories, unless entries are judged to have 
reached an appropriate standard. 

 

5. Each entry MUST BE SUITABLY FRAMED with a cord or wire 
securely attached for hanging. Works on stretchers are acceptable. 

 

6. Each entry MUST be an ORIGINAL WORK of the artist and 
painted within the last twelve months. NO COPIES, ETCHINGS 
OR PRINTS will be accepted. An entry must not have been a 
prize winner at any Art Exhibition.

Our Judge -  Dr Christine Kirkegard 

 

 Dr Christine Kirkegard is a visual artist and educator. Her        
art training and academic profile extends from Diploma and 
BA Fine Art Queensland College of Art to later Master of 
Creative Arts (painting & drawing) Woolongong University 
and PhD Doctor of Philosophy (Thesis & Painting practice) 
James Cook University. She has exhibited over a period of 23 
years.  Her work has been shown in solo exhibitions (e.g. 
Cintra Galleries 1990s, Metro Arts 1980’s Qld Regional 

Galleries 2009) and group exhibitions nationally and overseas including 
recent prestigious National Award exhibitions such as Tattersall’s 
Landscaping Prize and Westpac Art Prize where she was a finalist. Christine 
works in a variety of media while specializing in painting the landscape and 
the human form.  Her work is in private and corporate collections in Australia, 
Singapore and the USA.  Christine established and was Director of the Arts 
Academy Ed. QLD from 1990-2006. She was also the senior drawing and 
painting instructor responsible for the design and instruction of a wide range 
of Professional level and Introductory Drawing and Painting programs, having 
built a reputation for the quality of Fine Art programs delivered to industry, 
artists, teachers and the general public. Christine has worked as a sessional 
lecturer at Qld College of Art, Griffith University and most recently teaching 
life drawing Bachelor of Animation in the Dept. of Animation, Griffith Film 
School. Currently Christine is engaged in private studio practice completing a 
body of drawings & paintings on the landscape and the nude while continuing 
lecturing in drawing and post graduate supervision painting at QCA, Griffith 
University.  Now largely absorbed in painting, her academic research 
interests continue extending from earlier PhD investigation of the relationship 
between primary individual experience of natural environments, creative art 
practice, literate painting systems and universal conceptions of nature. 
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8.    ALL works complying with the rules will be judged and the decision of 

the judges will be final and binding. All accepted works will be displayed, 
if possible, but the Committee reserves the right, with no explanation, 
not to hang an entry if it is deemed unsuitable, or should space be 
limited. The Committee also reserves the right to reclassify an entry. 

 
9.  Each painting must be CLEARLY LABELLED on the back, with the 
artist’s name, address, phone number, title of painting, medium or media 
used, section and price. 

 
10. The Committee reserves the right to permit, without fee, the 

photographing or filming of any exhibit for use in newspapers or 
television to promote the Exhibition only. Any further reproduction of any 
work must be in consultation with the artist. 

 
11. APEX SPECIAL AWARD - The winning artist must give Reproduction 

Rights to Maleny Apex for Promotional Purposes on the cover of their 
Business Directory. As a condition of sale, the purchaser of the painting 
must also give these rights. 

 
12. Should any dispute arise for which no specific rule is laid down, 

then the decision of the Committee is final. 
 
13. Delivery and collection of the works shall be in accordance with the 

Conditions of Entry. Note:  a receipt will be issued for paintings 
personally delivered and must be presented at time of collection. If art 
works are to be collected by someone other than the artist, that person, 
must be in possession of the receipt or a written authority, otherwise the 
work will not be released. Any entry not collected within one month of 
14th. June 2010 will become the property of the Committee of the 
Maleny Art Awards and Exhibition and will be offered for sale. Monies 
thus received will go to the Committee’s funds. 

 
14. The competitor acknowledges that the committee accepts no liability for 

any loss of or damage to any exhibit whilst in transit or in its control. 
The committee will exercise reasonable care with the exhibits. Any 
POSTAGE and INSURANCE cost must be PRE-PAID and ARRANGED 
BY THE COMPETITOR. Any entry, which is not being personally 
collected after the Exhibition, will not be accepted for judging, unless 
accompanied by the return Postage.
